While I urge all our congregations 
to do all that we can to prevent the 
spread of the flu, I also urge all of 
us to do all that we can to spread 
the “good infection” of Christian 
love for our neighbor and service 
for those who are ill or in need. St. 
Paul calls our bodies “a temple of 
the Holy Spirit” and our Baptis-
mal Covenant calls each of us to 
respect the dignity of all people. 
Let all that we do to promote 
health and healthy practices

Dear Friends throughout our Dio-
cese of East Carolina, 
There has been a great deal of re-
cent news and attention given to 
the spread of the H1N1 (“swine 
flu”) virus and the prevention of 
its spread. I write to you now to 
share some thoughts about how 
we might respond to concerns 
within our diocese around health 
safety and flu prevention practices 
in our congregations. In this letter, 
I hope to give some very brief and 
basic direction regarding preven-
tion and direct your attention to 
other resources that will offer 
fuller and more complete informa-
tion and assistance in dealing with 
flu prevention in a communal set-
ting. 

A Pastoral Letter to the People of the Diocese of East Carolina 

within our congregations in this 
flu season be rooted in our Gospel 
value of love of neighbor and love 
of self. 
It is my understanding that the 
H1N1 flu virus is air-born and 
therefore easily transmitted 
through sneezes and coughs, as 
well as through touching surfaces 
on which the virus may have set-
tled, where it may live for several 
minutes. With this in mind, let me 
offer some suggestions as to how 
we might minimize transmission 
of the virus in our church settings: 
First, wash your hands often and 
if you are ill, stay home (!). 
Second, Churches should place 
bottles of hand sanitizer at con-
venient places throughout the

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church and parish buildings and 
encourage everyone to use them. 
Third, all surfaces throughout the 
church should be cleaned regu-
larly and thoroughly. Special at-
tention in cleaning should be 
given to nurseries and Sunday 
School rooms, toys and other 
shared objects. 
Many concerns that I have heard 
relate especially to worship, the 
passing of the peace and the ad-
ministration and reception of 
Communion. In terms of worship 
etiquette and concern for others: 
- If you are feeling ill, stay home. 
This is one way of showing love 
and concern for your neighbor, as 
well as yourself. If you are not 
able to attend church, you may 
make a spiritual communion using 
the form attached to this letter [see 
Catherine], which in the circum-
stance of illness counts as a valid 
communion as if you had received 
the physical sacrament. 
- In the passing of the peace: be-
sides a handshake or embrace, 
there are other ways of greeting 
one another in the name of the 
Lord and passing the peace – an 
elbow bump, perhaps, a courteous 
bow or curtsey to your neighbor, 
your hands folded in a prayerful 
position in front of your chest and 

a nod of the head while saying, 
“The Peace of the Lord be always 
with you.” 
Regarding the receiving of Com-
munion: 
- Priests, Deacons and Chalice 
Bearers should always cleanse 
their hands with an alcohol 
cleanser immediately prior to the 
administration of Communion. 
- As far as I know, the common 
cup has never been linked to the 
spread of disease. Since silver has 
antibacterial properties, I am 
strongly urging the use of only 
silver chalices and forgoing the 
use of ceramic or glass vessels 
during the flu season. With the 
combination of the precious metal 
used for the chalice, the presence 
of alcohol (using a fortified wine 
like Sherry or Port) and a vigorous 
wipe of the rim of the cup, I be-
lieve distribution from the 
“common cup” remains a reason-
able means of receiving the sacra-
ment. 
- The practice of Intinction (i.e., 
dipping the wafer in the chalice 
rather than drinking from it) is 
also an acceptable means of re-
ceiving the sacrament. However, 
since intinction as it is often prac-
ticed is not sanitary since many 
dirty fingers may touch the wine 

in the chalice, if intinction is a 
custom which you wish to use, it 
is most important that you – and 
your children – allow the host to 
remain in your hand until the chal-
ice bearer takes the wafer from 
you, dips it in the chalice and then 
places the wafer on your extended 
tongue, without touching either 
the wine in the chalice or your 
tongue. 
These are only a few and brief 
suggestions. There is more infor-
mation to be found on our dioce-
san website 
(www.diocese-eastcarolina.org) 
and I urge you to visit the site for 
more complete and comprehen-
sive news, resources and internet 
links regarding the H1N1 Virus. 
As always, I urge all and each of 
us to pray for the health and well-
being of others and for relief from 
suffering and disease. You might 
want to use prayers for the sick as 
found in The Book of Common 
Prayer on pages 458 – 461. 
May the Peace of Christ, the 

Blessing of God and the Healing
