It was created, in part, out 
of recognition for the growth 
that our Church has seen over 
the past few years in the num-
ber of young families with chil-
dren. It was also created from a 
desire to help our youngest 
servants and their caregivers 
grow spiritually through full 
participation in the life of the 
Church. 
As this year’s liaison I will over-
see Christian Education activi-
ties for preschool and school 
aged children, coordinate nurs-
ery services on Sunday morn-
ings and work to provide nurs-
ery services during other 
Church activities.  
One of our most important 
goals is to facilitate the partici-

pation of youth in multiple ar-
eas of the Church. A new Chil-
dren & Families Committee is 
being formed in which partici-
pants will attend other church 
committee meetings (e.g. out-
reach, liturgy, stewardship, pas-
toral care) in order to develop 
ways to encourage youth par-
ticipation in all areas of our life 
at COS.  
For example, the Outreach 
committee has two projects 
designed for children and fami-
lies participation: Pennies for 
Peace and Care Kits and Banana 
Splits. Please encourage the 
children in your life to collect 
pennies and bring them to 
Church to help fund a project 
that supports childhood educa-
tion in Afghanistan and Pakistan. 
 

The Children and Families 
Committee will also work to 
provide programs for parents 
and caregivers. Some program 
ideas include discussing death 
with children, choosing prayers 
for families and children, and 
selecting Christian literature. 
We have such a wealth of 
knowledge, talent and experi-
ence at Church of the Servant 
and we hope that you will con-
sider participating in this new 
committee!

Autry’s financial report for 
December 2009, COS 
ended the year with a bal-
anced budget. One of the 
financial highlights last year 
was that actual pledge in-
come was higher than 
budgeted. This is quite a 
feat in an uncertain econ-
omy and a sign of our 
members’ sincere commit-
ment and deep connection 
to COS, its mission and its 
ministries. 
The 2010 budget approved 
by the Vestry in January 
reflects a deficit. While 
there is some concern,
